Dosyamiz hem bir disiplin hem de bir metodoloji olarak diisliniilen ekoelestirinin, 6zellikle
Tirkiye’deki edebi ve kiiltiirel calismalar alanlarinda nasil algilandigini, aidiyet, kimlik, beden,
doga, ev, toplumsal cinsiyet gibi kimi meseleler ile nasil kesistigini vurguluyor. Ozellikle
2000’lerin basindan bu yana Tiirkiye’de edebiyat ve ¢evre ¢alismalarini elestirel bir zeminde
bulusturan ¢ok 6énemli galigmalara rastliyoruz. Ornegin Serpil Opperman, Ufuk Ozdag, Sinan
Akilli, Ozlem Ogiit Yazicioglu, Kim Fortuny gibi isimlerin ¢aligmalari ve derlemeleri ekolojinin
nasil metinlestigini gosterirken ¢evrenin insan ve insan olmayan canlilarla birlikte biitiinsel
bicimde ele alinmasi gerektiginin altint ¢izerek Tiirkiye’deki ekoelestiri tartismalarinin
¢ogullagsmasina yon Vermistir.1

Ekoelestiri, edebiyat ve ¢evre arasindaki olasi biitiin iliskilerin ekolojik kavramlar,
metodolojiler ve yonelimlerle incelenmesini 6nceler. Edebiyat ve ¢evre iliskilerini disiplinlerarasi
bir perspektifle inceleyen ekoelestiri, insan ile insan olmayan hayvanlar, her tiir canlilar arasinda
tezahiir eden karsilagsmalari, iliskileri, yer yer agmazlari konu edinirken edebi ¢alismalarda diger
canlilarla paylagtigimiz yasam alanlarimizin nasil gériindiigiinii ve tahayyiil edildigini, biiyiik

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Olclide de temsil meselesini merkezine koyar. Ekoelestiri, William Rueckert’in 1978’de
yayimladig1 Literature and Ecology2 adli 6nemli ¢aligmayla ilk kez sistematik bir sekilde kiiltiir
ve edebiyat ¢alismalari ile elestiri arasinda kendine yer bulur. Rueckert, ekoelestirinin temelini
olusturarak, ekolojik kavramlar1 edebiyat c¢aligmalarina uygulamanin Onemini vurgular.
Ekoelestiri, Rueckert’in ifadesiyle, insan ve insan olmayan arasindaki iligkileri, Diinya’nin derin
tarihini, ¢evresel doniisiimleri, degisen mikro ve makro iklimleri ve jeokimyasal kuvvetleri
arastiran ¢evreci beseri bilimlerin ayrilmaz bir pargasi olarak goriilebilir.

Edebiyat ve ekoloji arasindaki paralellikleri inceleyen ekoelestiri, yazinsal metinleri ekolojik
farkindalik ¢ergevesinde ele alarak bu metinleri elestirel bir bakis agisiyla tartisir. Daha da
onemlisi, ¢evresel diisiinceyi bilinglendirme ve kiiresel ekolojik krizin ortaya koydugu etik ve
estetik meselelere dikkat ¢ekerken, insanin ekosferdeki konumunu anlamada oynadigi 6nemli rolii
vurgular. Bugiin ise ekoelestiri, insanin diinyaya olan etkisinin en iist diizeyde oldugu Antroposen
caginda, kuramsal, metodolojik ve pedagojik a¢ilardan insansonrasi kuramlar, yeni materyalist
yaklagimlar, ekofeminizm gibi alanlarla yakindan iligkilidir.

Ornegin, Rosi Braidotti, postmodernist bir yaklasimla Deleuze’iin diisiincesini inceler ve
insan merkezli diinya goriisiinii terk etmeyi ve feminist bir bakis acis1 benimsemeyi onerir. Insan
sonrasi yaklasimlarda, ekolojik duyarlilik ve feminist anlayisi igeren bir politik sdylem sunar. Bu
baglamda, Avrupa-merkezci hiimanist anlayisi ve Bati odakli insan tasarimini sorgular, insani
kutsayan hiimanist goriisii elestirir. 3 Benzer bi¢imde, Deleuze ve Guattari’nin “6beklesme/terkip”,
Bruno Latour’un “birlik sosyolojisi” ve “aktdr-ag”, Jane Bennett’in “canli maddeciligi”, Brian
Massumi’nin “duygusal doniis”, Karen Barad’in “failsel realizm” gibi kuram ve kavramlari, her
seyin birbiriyle baglantili oldugu ekoloji yasasini bize daima yeniden hatlrlatlyor.4

Ekoelestiri ve edebiyatin bir diger kesisim noktasi da hikdye anlaticiligidir. Hikaye
anlaticilig hayatta kalabilmek ve daha iyi bir diinya tahayyilii i¢in ekoelestiride elzem bir pratik
olarak tanimlanabillir. Ozellikle Donna Haraway’in Staying with Trouble: Making Kin in the
Chtulucene ve Rebecca Solnit’in Not too Late: Changing the Climate Story from Despair to
Possibility baslikli, genetikbilim, bilimkurgu, antropoloji ve edebiyat elestirisinin igige gectigi
caligmalart ile ekolojide kuram ve kurgu arasindaki siirlar da muglaklaslr.5

“Ekoelestiri, Sirdirilebilirlik ve Edebiyat” dosyasindaki yazilar, yukarida bahsedilen
alanlar1 kavramlar1 ve muglak sinirlari igererek ekoelestiri ve siirdiiriilebilirlik konularini ilkin
Rueckert’de rastladigimiz ekoloji tamimimin ¢ok Otesine tasiyor. Dosyadaki farkli tiirlerdeki
yazilar, 6zgiin makalelerden kitap elestirilerine, elestirel denemelerden sdylesilere ve arastirma
notlarina kadar cesitli tiirleri kapsiyor; ekoelestirinin ¢ok yonliiliigiine ve ¢esitliligine yanit
verirken, giiniimiizdeki insansonrast kuramlar, ekofeminizm, feminist yeni materyalizm,
duygulanim, aktor-ag kurami, spekiilatif realizm gibi alanlardan da beslenerek ekolojinin nasil
metinlestigini 6zenle gosteriyor.

“Zamansiz’da Bilinmezin Temsili: Kozmik Budalalar” baglikli makalesi pandemi anlatis1 olarak
niteledigi Latife Tekin’in son romani Zamansiz’a odaklaniyor. Isabelle Stengers’in akil dis1
otekinin temsili olan “kozmik budala” kavrami ile Hubert Zaph’in edebiyati bir kiiltiirel ekoloji
alan1 olarak gérme pratigini iligkisel olarak inceleyen Abanoz, anlatida 6znelerin 6teki olma
hallerinin izini siiriilyor. Romanin akil dis1 6tekiyi temsil eden budalaya atfedilen “yavaslatma”,

“ac1 ¢ekme”, “afallama”, “afallatma” ve “bulaniklagsma” eylemleri araciligiyla yakin okumasini
yaparken ekolojiyi muglaklik (ambiguity) kavrami ile diislinmeyi tesvik ediyor.

Merve Copuroglu'nun “Adalet Agaoglu'nun Yazsonu Romaninin Ekolojik Duyarlilik ve
Politik Gergeklik Baglaminda Incelenmesi” baslikli yazisi romana ekoelestiri ve sdylembilimin
kesisiminden bakiyor. Copuroglu, metnin kendine doniik (self-referential) ve duyu merkezli
anlatimini 6ne ¢ikaran yakin okuma aracilifiyla Yazsonu’nu 12 Mart anlatist olmasinin 6tesinde,
dogadaki diger canlilarin failliklerine alan agan bir metin olarak inceliyor.

Evren Haspolat’in “Ekofeminist Bir Bakisla Vitruvius Erkek Insanina Sinir Cizmek: Kar ve
Ayt Filmi” baglikli ¢aligmasi, Selcen Ergun’un yonettigi 2022 yapimi Kar ve Ayt filmini, iklim
degisikligiyle kadinin toplumsal yagamdaki rolii ile patriarkal sistemin gii¢ iliskileri icerisinde ele
aliyor. Normatif erkekligin izini Vitruvius erkegi imgesi araciligiyla klasik Bati diigiincesiyle siiren
makale, Kar ve Ay: filmini bu statitkonun Gtesine isaret eden bir anlati olarak inceliyor.

Asli Nur Memis’in “Transmission of Ecological Memory: Lebib’s Kahtiyye on Famine in
Diyarbakir” (“Ekolojik Hafizanin Aktarimi: Diyarbakir Kithigi ve Lebib’in Kahtiyyesi”) baglikli
makalesi 1803 yilinda yasanan siddetli kitlik nedeniyle, Diyarbakir Valisi Timur Paga’nin,
Lebib’in 1757 kitligimi konu alan siirine odaklaniyor. Vali dilekgesinde yer verilen siirde gida
yardimi talebini konu aliyor ve bu yaniyla bellek ¢aligmalari, ekoloji ve tarih yazimi gibi alanlarla
kesiserek okuru fail ve edebi tiir kavramlari lizerine de diisiinmeye davet ediyor.

Sevgin Ozer’in “Insanlar ve Bitkilerin Birlikte Biiyiimesine Dair Bir Hikdye: Buras: Radyo
Sarampol” baslikli makalesi Siikran Yigit’in bitki ve insan arasindaki etkilesimi 6ne alan anlatisini
odagma aliyor. Ekoelestiriyi bitkisel demokrasi kavramindan sehir, ev, bitki ve kadin
dayanigmasina uzanan bir yelpazede tartigan makale, okurlar1 hem bitki insan iliskiselligini hem
de Siikran Yigit’in romanlarini bu ¢er¢evede yeniden diisiinmeye davet ediyor.

Ayse Duygu Yavuz Yildirim’m “Yesil Edebiyat Kanonunu Tiirkcede Ekoelestiri ile Insa
Etme Sorunu” baslikli makalesi Halikarnas Balik¢isi (Cevat Sakir Kabaagac¢li)’nin Aganta Burina

Virginia Woolf’un metinlerindeki salyangozun gorsel ve sozel tasvirleri
gibi Ozyurt Kilig’in yazisi da var olmay1 miimkiin kilan yavas okuma pratiklerini tesvik ediyor.

“Ekoelestiri, Siirdiiriilebilirlik ve Edebiyat” dosyasinda soylesi kisminda Deniz Giindogan
Ibrisim, Basak Agin ve Gizem Yilmaz ile Beseri Bilimlerin 50 Rengi: Cevreci, Dijital, Tibbi ve
Posthiiman Sesler Uzerine kitab1 hakkinda soylesiyor. Beseri Bilimlerin 50 Rengi: Cevreci, Dijital,
Tibbi ve Posthiiman Sesler’in hem ¢ikis amaci hem de gerek kiiltiirel gerekse edebi ¢aligmalarda
ne gibi miidahale alanlar yarattigini tartigiyor.

“Ekoelestiri, Siirdiiriilebilirlik ve Edebiyat” dosyasinin “Kitap Kritik” boliimiinde Tugba
Canake¢1 “Bir Olmak ya da Olmamak: Kozmik Koreografi: Bedenlerin Element Dansi” adli
yazisinda Gizem Yilmaz’in Kozmik Koreografi: Bedenlerin Element Dans: kitabini inceliyor.
Canake1, Yilmaz’in elementler ekoelestirisi 11ginda elementlerin yolculugunu hem Bati felsefesi
hem de Anadolu felsefesinden 6rneklerle nasil elestirel bigimde tartistigini anlatiyor.

Her sayimizda oldugu gibi bu sayimizin olusumunda emegi geg¢en yayin ve danisma kurulu
iyelerimize, alan editdrleri, yazar ve hakemlerimize siikranlarimizi sunuyoruz. Son olarak, Ekim
2024 tarihli yedinci sayisin1 Dr. Nefise Kahraman’in say1 editorliigiinde “Edebiyat ve Sinemada
Cevirmen Temsilleri” dosya konusuna ayiracak Nesir’in edebiyat aragtirmacilarinin bu konudaki
nitelikli ve 6zgilin ¢aligmalarin1 1 Agustos 2024 tarihine kadar bekledigini hatirlatmak isteriz.
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The special dossier of the sixth volume of Nesir: Journal of Literary Studies has been prepared
based on the graduate conference titled “Ecocriticism and Sustainability” organized by the
Department of Turkish Literature at Bilkent University on October 14, 2022. Our dossier,
“Ecocriticism, Sustainability and Literature” emphasizes how ecocriticism, considered both as a
discipline and a methodology, is perceived in the fields of literary and cultural studies in Turkey,
highlighting its intersections with issues such as human and more-than-human belonging, identity,
body, home, gender, and so forth. Especially since the early 2000s, we have come across important
works in Turkey that critically bring together literature and environmental studies. For example,
the initial works and compilations of scholars like Serpil Opperman, Ufuk Ozdag, Sinan Akilli,
Ozlem Ogiit Yazicioglu, and Kim Fortuny demonstrate how ecology is textualized, emphasizing
the necessity of addressing the environment in a holistic manner, alongside both human and
nonhuman communities. These contributions have guided the diversification of eco-critical
discussions in Turkey.1

Ecocriticism prioritizes the examination of all possible relationships between literature and
the environment through ecological concepts, methodologies, and orientations. It explores
encounters, relationships, and often impasses that manifest between humans and animals, as well
as all other forms of life, while placing a significant emphasis on how our shared living spaces
with other creatures are depicted and imagined in literary works, largely focusing on issues of
representation.

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Ecocriticism found its systematic place between culture, literary studies and criticism for the
first time through William Rueckert’ s Literature and Ecology published in 1978.% Rueckert laid
the foundation for the field, emphasizing the importance of applying ecological concepts to literary
studies. According to Rueckert, ecocriticism can be seen as an integral part of environmental
humanities, which investigate relationships between humans and nonhumans, the deep history of
the Earth, environmental transformations, changing micro and macro climates, and geochemical
forces.

Ecocriticism examines parallels between literature and ecology and critically discusses
literary texts within the framework of ecological awareness. Moreover, it highlights the significant
role played by humans in understanding their position in the ecosphere, while raising awareness
of environmental thought and drawing attention to ethical and aesthetic issues posed by the global
ecological crisis. Today, ecocriticism is closely related to theoretical, methodological, and
pedagogical aspects of posthuman theories, new materialist approaches, ecofeminism, and other
fields, especially in the Anthropocene era where human impact on the world is at its peak.

For instance, Rosi Braidotti, through a postmodernist approach, examines Deleuze’s thought
and proposes abandoning anthropocentric worldviews in favor of adopting a feminist perspective.
In posthuman approaches, she presents a political discourse incorporating ecological sensitivity
and feminist understanding, challenging Eurocentric humanist views and criticizing the human-
centric design of the Western world. Similarly, concepts such as Deleuze and Guattari’s
“assemblage theory, “Bruno Latour’s “sociology of associations” and “actor-network theory,”
Jane Bennett’s “vital materialism,” Brian Masumi’s “affective turn,” and Karen Barad’s “a§ential
realism” insistently remind us of the ecological principle that everything is interconnected.

Ecocriticism intersects with literature through the understanding of storytelling not only as a
necessary tool to imagine a better world, but also as a means of survival. Especially in Donna
Haraway’s Staying with Trouble: Making Kin in the Chtulucene (Duke UP, 2016) and Rebecca
Solnit’s Not too Late: Changing the Climate Story from Despair to Possibility (Haymarket, 2023),
ecological thought opens up a field where the borders between fact and fiction are blurred, and
where genetics, anthropology, literary criticism and science fiction converge.5

The essays in the dossier move beyond Rueckert’s definition, incorporating the
aforementioned areas and concepts, thus expanding the discussions on ecocriticism and
sustainability. The diverse types of essays in the dossier, ranging from research articles to book

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reviews, critical essays to interviews, and research notes, respond to the multifaceted nature and
diversity of ecocriticism while demonstrating how ecology is textualized by drawing from
contemporary posthuman theories, ecofeminism, feminist new materialism, affect theory, actor-
network theory, speculative realism, and other fields.

The dossier features six research articles. “‘Cosmic Idiots’ as a Representation of the
Unknown in Timeless * Siiheyla Abanoz focuses on Latife Tekin’s latest novel Timeless,
characterized here as a pandemic narrative. Abanoz’s work examines the novel through the concept
of the “cosmic fool,” as described by Isabelle Stengers, representing the irrational other, and
through Hubert Zaph’s practice of viewing literature as a field of cultural ecology. The article
explores the relational aspects of both concepts within the narrative, tracing the otherness of the
characters, as well as the constant transformation they go through. Through a close reading of the
novel’s portrayal of the irrational other, the article also considers the transitions between humans
and animals, friends and lovers, to articulate ecology through ambiguity.

“An Examination of Adalet Agaoglu’s Novel Yazsonu within the Context of Ecological
Consciousness and Political Reality” by Merve Copuroglu approaches the novel from the
intersection of ecocriticism and discourse analysis. Through close readings that highlight the text’s
self-referential and sensory-centered narration, the article examines Yazsonu as a text that goes
beyond the events of March 12, opening up space for the agency of other living beings in nature.

Evren Haspolat’s research article, “An Ecofeminist Perspective on Drawing the Boundaries
if the Vitruvian Male Human: The film The Snow and the Bear,” focuses on the 2022 film Snow
and the Bear directed by Selcen Ergun. The article explores how the film addresses the intersection
of climate change, the societal roles of women, and power dynamics within the patriarchy. Using
the imagery of the Vitruvian Man, a symbol of traditional masculinity in Western thought, the
article analyzes how the film goes beyond conventional narratives.

“Transmission of Ecological Memory: Lebib’s Kahtiyye on Famine in Diyarbakir” by Ash
Nur Memis focuses on the severe famine of 1803 and Lebib’s poem addressing the famine of 1757,
as recounted by Diyarbakir Governor Timur Pasha. It discusses a poem included in the governor’s
petition, which requests food aid. The analysis draws from memory studies, ecology, and
historiography, inviting the reader to contemplate notions of agency and literary genre.

Sevgin Ozer’s article titled “A Story About the Growth of Humans and Plants Together: This
is Radio Sarampol” focuses on Siikran Yigit’s narrative that emphasizes the interaction between
plants and humans. The article discusses ecocriticism in a spectrum ranging from the concept of
plant democracy to solidarity among city, home, plant, and women, inviting readers to reconsider
both the relationship between plants and humans and Siikran Yigit’s novels.

Ayse Duygu Yavuz’s article, titled “The Problem of Constructing the Green Literature Canon
in Turkish Literature with Ecocriticism,” introduces ecocriticism’s emergence in anglophile
criticism, to then trace the range of ecocriticism in contemporary Turkish literature and literary
criticism, across the spectrum of pastoralism and posthumanism, through an array of texts
including, but not limited to, Aganta Burina Burinata by Halikarnas Balikcisi (Cevat Sakir
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Kabaagagli), to Deniz Kustu by Yasar Kemal’s, and to The Adventures of Misfit Defne Kaman:
Water by Buket Uzuner.

There are three “Critical Essays” in the dossier. In “Critique of the Anthropocene and
Humanised Animals in Izzet Yasar’s ‘Slaughterhouses of Glass’,” Biisra Bilgi¢ offers a close
reading of Izzet Yasar’s stories from an ecocritical lens that ranges from the theories of Donna
Haraway to David Wood’s, and to critical animal studies, to ultimately offer a critique of
neoliberalism and the Anthropocene.

“Between Steps: Nature, Thought, and Existence,” by Ilayda Canol takes its cue from
“Wanderer above the Sea of Fog,” by the renowned German landscape painter Caspar David
Friedrich, to contemplate the relationship between walking, mind, and imagination through the
dualisms of the internal and external, purpose and destination.

Mine Ozyurt Kili¢’s essay on “The Snail in the Flower Garden of Literature: Hogarth Press’s
Call for Slowness,” follows the ecological traces of Hogarth Press, founded by Leonard Woolf and
Virginia Woolfin 1917, in the stories “The Mark on the Wall”” and “Kew Gardens”. Like the visual
and verbal descriptions of snails in Virginia Woolf’s texts, Ozyurt Kili¢’s essay encourages slow
reading practices that facilitate staying and being in the moment, if not facilitate moments of being.

In the interview section, Deniz Giindogan Ibrisim discusses “The 50 Shades of Humanities:
Environmental, Digital, Medical, and Posthuman Voices” with Bagsak Agin and Gizem Yilmaz,
the editors. They explore both the purpose and the contribution of the book to cultural and literary
studies in both international academia and in the fields of ecology and environmental humanities
in Turkey.

In the “Book Review”, Tugba Canak¢i reviews Gizem Yilmaz’s study Cosmic
Choreography: The Elemental Dance of Bodies. The review focuses on the critical discussion of
the ecological journey of elements in both Western and Anatolian philosophy.

As in every issue, we would like to express our gratitude to our editorial and advisory board
members, field editors, authors and reviewers who contributed to the preparation of this issue.
Finally, we would like to remind you that Nesir, which will devote its seventh issue dated October
2024 to the file topic “Fictional Translators in Literature and Cinema” under the issue editorship
of Dr. Nefise Kahraman, is waiting for qualified and original works of literary researchers on this
subject until August 1, 2024.
